That means that the Utah County Health
Department will continue to put pressure on the SSOA to convert the pool to a regular swim-
ming pool. The Board is meeting with the Utah County Commissioners to see if they can help

support our natural hot spring pools. In the meantime, more signs are required!

UDOT- The Redwood Road Widening project will began in May. The SSOA ACC is Working
with UDOT to ensure that the project goes smoothly and the esthetics are maintained.

Landscaping— LMS has been awarded the 2010 landscaping contract. They are starting the

spring clean up and aeration.

Amenities—The Volleyball court is being upgraded as well as the addition of sod in the common

area next to the clubhouse.

Annual Meeting— The annual meeting is scheduled for May 5, 2010.

On February 19th, Judge McDade ruled in favor of the SSOA and denied the
motion for preliminary injunction on the temporary restraining order that
Marina Village served on the SSOA regarding the amendments to the
CC&R’s. Judge McDade ruled that Marina Village failed to meet its burden
in showing a substantial likelihood that it will prevail on the merits of the
underlying claim or that serious issues exist that should be the subject of

further litigation.

household hazardous
waste. Leftover or unused fu-
els, paints, pesticides, fertilizers, car batteries,
antifreeze, motor oil, spot removers and oven
cleaners are under your kitchen sink, or stored
in the basement or garage. Such chemicals
can cause house fires and accidental poison-
ings. If these chemicals are stored or disposed
of improperly, they may seep into our environ-
ment and poison our land, air and water.

It is illegal and dangerous to dump household
hazardous waste down sewers, storm drains,
or in the garbage can. Water quality is an im-
portant issue for Salt Lake County residents

because of our limited water supply and grow-

ing population. We need to do everything pos-

sible to protect and preserve the quality of our

ground and surface waters.

There are two facilities where these and
other items may be disposed of or
recycled throughout the year.
