With the U.S. Census process beginning, the Better Business Bureau (BBB) advises 

people to be cooperative, but cautious, so as not to become a victim of fraud or 

identity theft. The first phase of the 2010 U.S. Census is under way as workers 
have begun verifying the addresses of households across the country. Eventually, 

more than 140,000 U.S. Census workers will count every person in the United 

States and will gather information about every person living at each address in-
cluding name, age, gender, race, and other relevant data. The big question is -  
how do you tell the difference between a U.S. Census worker and a con artist? BBB 

offers the following advice:  
 

** If a U.S. Census worker knocks on your door , they will have a badge, a 
handheld device, a Census Bureau canvas bag, and a confidentiality notice. Ask to 

see their identification and their badge before answering their questions. However, 
you should never invite anyone you donôt know into your home. 
  

** Census workers are currently only knocking on doors to verify address 

information.  Do not give your Social Security number, credit card or banking in-
formation to anyone, even if they claim they need it for the U.S. Census. While the 

Census Bureau might ask for basic financial information, such as a salary range, it 
will not ask for Social Security, bank account, or credit card numbers nor will em-
ployees solicit donations.  

  
Eventually, Census workers may contact you by telephone, mail, or in person at 

home. However, they will not contact you by Email, so be on the lookout for Email 

scams impersonating the Census. Never click on a link or open any attachments in 

an Email that are supposedly from the U.S. Census Bureau.

Please remember not to park vehicles/trailers on the 

road during the winter and especially during snow fall.

Contact Information New Years Eve Safety Tips  
 

Every year the New Year's bashes are becoming    
bigger and bigger. Organizers are innovating to the 
hilt to pull in the crowds. The crowd itself is getting 

increasingly eclectic because the travel is often in-
cluded in the party charges. People from all over the 

world converge onto places like New York, Australia 
and Bali for New Yearõs Eve. Amongst all the fun 

and noise it is important to ensure that the proceed-
ings are engulfed in a net of safety. New Yearõs Eve 

is a night that is ripe for the occurrence of any    

untoward event. It should not only be left to the law 
to take care that nothing bad happens. There are a 

host of safety measures that people can take for 
their own good on the big night.  

 

The common sense tactics include not drinking and 
driving. A driver has to be designated before having 

that first drink. Public transport is another safe    
option. If traveling in the back of a cab sounds    

unappealing then spend the night at the friends 
place. If you are the host of the party please ensure 
that non alcoholic drinks are also served. A pet at 

home could be a problem because pets can easily 
get scared with the fireworks and large crowd. If 

enough pre ð planning is done the pet can be desen-
sitized to sound but if that is not possible the pet 

can be reassured by the tone of the ownerõs voice 
time and again. Make sure that your pet has ID tags 
with current information on them, and that they are 

safely secured both before and through the holiday 
period. Candles, kids and pets donõt mix. Keep them 

away from each other.  
 

Lighting fireworks can create the desired visual and 

psychological effect but water must be kept at hand 
t all times. There is a temptation to ignore this      

because it will be snowing and a snowball can 
douse a firework gone awry. Snow is not the same 

thing as water! Have your chimney checked each 
year. Install a carbon monoxide detector. Fireplace 
ashes should be disposed of in a metal container 

with a tight fitting lid not in paper sacks, cardboard 
boxes or plastic trashcans. Seventy percent of all 

home fire fatalities occur in homes where there are 
no smoke alarms or alarms that work. Nearly one 

quarter of home smoke alarms are not working. Buy 

special smoke alarms for persons who are deaf or 
hard of hearing. Develop an exit plan with the whole 

family.

1)      Ask the solicitor their name, and then tell the solicitor that Saratoga Springs HOA is a private 
ÃÏÍÍÕÎÉÔÙ ÁÎÄ Ȱ./ 3/,)#)4).'ȱ  signs are posted at the entrances to SSOA and he/she 
should leave HOA property at once.

also requires one). 

3)      Call Saratoga Springs Police Department and ask that an enforcement officer be dispatched 
to SSOA to cite the solicitor for unlawful soliciting. 

 
Do not get into a discussion with the solicitor.  If they do not leave the HOA 
property, pick up your cell phone and call the police while the solicitor is at 

your door. 

 
The solicitor will disappear.
